What is Educator Orientation?  A 5 day program designed to educate and motivate selected educators
Who Attends?
• Counselors, teachers or administrators are nominated by their ALO.

• Look for sharp, helpful educators who work closely with college bound students and help YOU!

Your role as an ALO is to always be on the look out for sharp educators, who work closely with college-bound students and with you and would benefit from this program. Educators are recommended primarily by ALOs, but can be recommended by Academy staff or through direct contact with Admissions Plans and Programs (RRX). Admissions Plans and Programs provides a list of suggested high schools for ALOs to consider, however, you are not restricted to the suggestions.
Who Shouldn’t Attend?  
• Educators within 3 years of retirement

• More than one educator from the same school

• An educator from a school that has attended within the past 4 yrs

• Congressional Staffers
Try to limit the amount of nominations from your Area. Because of increased publicity of this program, we have had a sufficient increase in the number of nominations. More than ten nominations from an Area probably cannot be accommodated.
When Does It Occur? Usually first week of Nov and Dec.
What Happens During the Visit?
• Facilities tour

• Briefings from the pillar agencies and their components

• Time allowed to experience the local area
What Does Is Cost?
• The AFA pays for and arranges transportation, and all meals (except Monday).

• Educators responsible for lodging costs

• Educators pay a reimbursable registration fee.

• Optional activity
How Does One Apply?
• The one page application can be found on the ALOWEB

• ALOs should introduce and explain the program to their “best” educators ASAP.

• The applications are due NLT 30 June.
ALOs should introduce the program to their “best” educators: 

( Explain the program to an educator who has assisted you in identifying qualified students, 

( who is genuinely interested in seeing students succeed

( wants to learn more about the Academy.
Send an educator to Educator Orientation and you will have a USAFA advocate for life! 

( Once educators have visited AFA they become a link in the school system to the ALOs

( doors are opened and access to qualified students is gained.

( Once the educator returns from Educator Orientation– FOLLOW-UP! 

( Express your appreciation for the educator taking time out of his or her busy schedule to make the trip. 

( Reinforce your availability to assist with potential candidates.
